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News in Brief

In the Democratic Republic of Congo, last week’s ‘ville morte’ on
February 16 resulted in several arbitrary arrests of opposition
members and youth activists who protested against the delay in
organising presidential elections. Human Rights Watch has
deplored this repression of opposition supporters. This Tuesday,
February 23, UN Secretary General Ban Ki Moon visited a camp
for internally displaced people in North-Kivu. A few days earlier,
several Congolese Members of Parliament requested
engagement from the Secretary General to end the insecurity in
the province. In |Ituri, tradespeople in Mambasa territory
expressed their concerns over the insecure situation on the road
connecting Mambasa to Beni. MONUSCO was asked to
investigate.

The Burundian capital Bujumbura continues to experience a
prevalence of grenade attacks. In the night between Sunday and
Monday, February 22, four people were killed and a dozen others
injured during attacks in Ngagara, Kamenge and Nyakararo
(Mwaro province). The following night, 10 grenades exploded in
several quarters of the capital, again leaving a dozen people
wounded. The attacks came just before the arrival of Ban Ki
Moon in Burundi, who visited the country in order to incite
dialogue between government and opposition. According to the
UN Secretary General, both sides committed to engage in talks
while President Nkurunziza promised to release 1200 prisoners.

In Uganda, last week’s elections resulted in a victory for Yoweri
Museveni, Uganda’s long-time ruler. In the run-up to the poll,
there had been several protests, which turned violent when
opposition supporters clashed with the police, who fired tear gas
and rubber bullets. Dozens were arrested for inciting violence,
including some crime preventers. After the announcement of the
results, the opposition immediately rejected the outcome, stating
that the elections were neither free nor fair. Main opposition
leader Kizza Besigye has since been in and out of police
detention. On February 23, the UN human right's office
condemned the violence and human rights abuses related to the
country’s elections.

Meanwhile, the Central African Republic elected Faustin
Archange Touadéra as its new President. The CAR’s national
army appears to be one of the challenges the newly elected
President will have to face. Its reappearance raises concerns in
Bangui, as the army is accused of several abuses and staying
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sidelined during the violence over the past three years. In the
meantime, LRA militia members continue to terrorise civilians, by
ambushing them and looting their property. LRA attacks were
reported on February 18 on the Bria-Ouadda axis and on
February 19 in Zemio. This Wednesday, February 24, Carnot saw
an attack by Anti-balaka elements. One civilian and one
peacekeeper were injured.

Other activists who supported the ‘ville
morte’ have received text message threats from unknown phone numbers.
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Ethnic tensions

New danger in the Kivus | 19 February 2016 | Africa Confidential

Militia violence is on the rise in the east, as is ethnic tension within the national army. Most of the
two Kivu provinces in Congo-Kinshasa's troubled east are more peaceful than they were, thanks to
neither President Paul Kagame of Rwanda nor President Yoweri Museveni of Uganda providing
substantial military support to any rebel group based there — or not just yet. Some nasty conflicts
fester nonetheless, not least just south of Lubero in the 'Grand Nord' of North Kivu. These
principally feature attacks by militia from the Nande ethnic group on Hutu villages and Hutu militia
attacks on Nande villages.

Ban
announced the breakthrough Tuesday after meetings with Nkurunziza, opposition leaders and civil
society groups in the capital Bujumbura. The U.N. chief said that all sides had promised to engage
in "inclusive dialogue."

Speaking at a press conference
in Burundi, Mr. Ban said that President Pierre Nkurunziza told him this morning that, among other
measures, he will release a list of 1,200 detainees. “This is an encouraging step,” the UN chief
said, emphasizing that he would expect that additional measures should be taken.

Burundi: Abductions, Killings, Spread Fear | 24 February 2016 | HRW | Reliefweb

The Burundian authorities are targeting perceived opponents with increased brutality. Government
forces are killing, abducting, torturing, and arbitrarily arresting scores of people at an alarming rate.
As the capital, Bujumbura, descends into new levels of lawlessness, patterns of human rights
abuses have shifted. Whereas dead bodies on the streets of Bujumbura were a daily occurrence in
the second half of 2015, many abuses are now taking place under the radar, with security forces
secretly taking people away and refusing to account for them. “The Burundian police, military,
intelligence services, and members of the ruling party’s youth league are using increasingly brutal
methods to punish and terrorize perceived opponents,” said Daniel Bekele, Africa director at
Human Rights Watch. “Government forces and the ruling party are treating suspected opponents
with extreme cruelty and viciousness, which could further escalate the violence.”

Burundi: Time for Tough Messages | 24 February 2016 | International Crisis Group

Amid continued violence and a dangerous polarisation between the Burundi government and
opposition, a delegation of African Union (AU) heads of state will visit Bujumbura on 25-26
February. Mandated by the recent AU summit and led by South African President Jacob Zuma, the
five heads of state need to deliver tough messages to both President Pierre Nkurunziza and the
armed opposition. These should include insistence on a credible dialogue outside the country, an
end to the armed opposition’s provocative attacks, a halt to impunity and ongoing killings, and
respect for the Arusha Peace Agreement that brought an end to the country’s twelve-year civil war.

Ugandan Police Put Down Protest by Angry Voters in Kampala | 18 February 2016 | Voice of

Voters in the Munyonyo area of the Ugandan capital Kampala said they were not given presidential
ballots in the Feb. 18 election - just ballots for parliamentary elections. That, combined with the late
arrival of the ballots, sparked a protest that ended with police firing tear gas at demonstrators.

Speaking to Daily Monitor yesterday morning, Mr Amato
said the suspects, who were moving in a convoy of three cars, were also found with clubs,
machetes and knives. But West Nile region police spokesperson Josephine Angucia denied that
the suspects are crime preventers.

Police in Ntungamo arrested 20 people for inciting violence during election period. This was after
Western Youth Member of Parliament Gerald Karuhanga, who is contesting for the Ntungamo
Municipality parliamentary seat against incumbent Yona Musinguzi, said his supporters were being
arrested by soldiers from Special Forces Command (SFC) together with regular UPDF and the
police.

Uganda Presidential Election Results Announced | 20 February 2016 | Voice of America

Long-time Ugandan leader Yoweri Museveni was on Saturday declared the winner of the country’s
disputed presidential election, but the main opposition party rejected the results as fraudulent and
called for an independent audit of the count.

Uganda's electoral commission has named incumbent President Yoweri Museveni the winner in
Thursday's election, but the main opposition party is rejecting the results as fraudulent.

The chairman of
the electoral commission, Badru Kiggundu, had declared incumbent President Yoweri Museveni
winner of the presidential vote with 60.07 percent of the total votes cast while main challenger
Kizza Besigye came in second with 35.37 percent.

10 Arrested As Army, Police Deploy in City | 20 February 2016 | The Monitor | AllAfrica

The Uganda People's Defence Forces (UPDF), together with anti-riot police, yesterday heavily
deployed around Kisekka Market, Bwaise, Wandegeya, and other areas in Kampala following a
police raid on FDC offices in Najjanankumbi. The Kampala Metropolitan Police spokesperson
Patrick Onyango said at least 10 people were arrested as protesters blocked roads and burnt tyres
at Kisekka Market in the city centre and Bwaise, a Kampala suburb, in protest of the police raid.
There were no cases of injuries, Mr Onyango said.

Ugandan Police Re-arrest Opposition Leader Besigye | 22 February 2016 | Voice of America
Police in Uganda arrested opposition leader Kizza Besigye again Monday, days after he lost a

presidential election he says was fraudulent. Besigye had planned to go Monday to the
headquarters of the electoral commission in the capital, Kampala, to collect evidence as he weighs
whether to file a legal challenge. Authorities also raided his party's headquarters and seized data
that party officials used for their own tally of the votes.

Former Uganda PM Says House is Under Siege After Vote | 22 February 2016 | Voice of America
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Former Ugandan Prime Minister Amama Mbabazi, who was an independent presidential candidate
for the Go Forward team, said his home has been under siege by Ugandan military police and
regular police in the days following last Thursday’s election in which incumbent President Yoweri
Museveni was declared the winner with 61 percent of the vote. He said police arrested people
coming to his house, including his cook who he said disappeared for two days. Mbabazi said the
government has yet to inform him directly, but the prime minister of Uganda has told the local
media that Mbabazi’'s movement has been restricted.

UN: Uganda Poll Marred by Violence, Rights Abuses | 23 February 2016 | Voice of America

The United Nations' human rights office is condemning violence and alleged human rights abuses
that marred last week's presidential elections in Uganda. U.N. human rights monitors say two
people were killed - one as police broke up an opposition rally, and the other as police disrupted a
post-election protest. U.N. monitors say military and police forces in the capital, Kampala, have
imprisoned several opposition figures, including three presidential candidates. Among those is
Kizza Besigye, head of the Forum for Democratic Change, or FDC, who was arrested and released
on three different occasions last week, and arrested yet again Monday, according to human rights
spokeswoman Cecile Pouilly.

Uganda: UN concerned over arrests of opposition leaders, use of force since elections | 23

The United Nations human rights office expressed concern today over the “tense” post-election
situation in Uganda, following reports that at least two people have been killed and an unknown
number of people injured, heavy military and police forces deployed in the streets of Kampala, and
the arrests of four opposition leaders since Thursday’s elections.

Uganda’s Besigye Challenges 'lllegal' Detention | 24 February 2016 | Voice of America
Uganda’s main opposition presidential candidate, Dr. Kizza Besigye said he has asked his lawyers

to challenge in a court of law what he called his continued “illegal” detention by the police. Besigye
of the Forum for Democratic Change party (FDC) said he has been in and out of police detention
since last Saturday without being charged. The opposition leader said he is picked up every
morning by police and taken to a police station where he is held until nightfall before being brought
back to his residence.

Killing of Muslim clerics

Many Ugandans have lived through fear over the decades - either because of the actions of
Joseph Kony's Lord's Resistance Army or from the campaign of an Islamist insurgency known as
the ADF. But today Ugandan Muslims face a different anxiety. Over the past two years, unknown
assailants have ambushed and killed a dozen of the country's leading Muslim clerics. Others
survived and now live in fear. The attacks have occurred across the country, from the capital,
Kampala, to border towns such as Mbale.

Police Flying Squad personnel have shot dead three armed suspected mobile money agents in a
shoot-out at Ndejje-Lubugumu, a Kampala suburb. Police recovered three bullets and a sub-
machine gun, which had earlier been robbed last month from a police officer guarding a home of a
judge in Naguru, a Kampala suburb. The bodies of the three suspects were taken to the mortuary
for identification and autopsy.

On February 18, 3 traders (2 men and 1 woman) were ambushed by LRA forces on the Bria-
Ouadda axis, CAR. The assailants all had AK-type weapons, they had unkempt hair and spoke
Acholi. They looted 2 bags of rice (100Kg), 1 bag of sugar (50Kg), clothes and shoes. On February
19, 7 LRA forces looted civilians in Zemio, CAR and abducted 6 to use as porters. They reportedly
hit a man who had a rifle and another one who wouldn’t give them directions.
