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News in Brief

This week saw tensions in eastern political circles over
Kinshasa’s lack of mobilisation regarding the Ugandan incursion
onto Congolese soil a month ago, as well as the filing of a
corruption and fraud complaint by a presidential special adviser
against four provincial governors, including Moise Katumbi. In
North Kivu, a special police unit deployed to Rutshuru has been
accused by local civil society of engaging in extortion, unlawful
detention and torture. Walikale has seen local populations in the
Ihana groupement flee clashes between two NDC factions since
Wednesday 24 June — fighting in which six rebels are said to
have been killed. The FARDC claim to have killed four alleged
ADF fighters in Mayi Moya on Friday 26 June. A number of
civilians are also said to have been kidnapped during the clashes.
In South Kivu, three people have been killed by armed bandits in
Nyabibwe over the last month, whilst in Katanga 60 pygmy
militiamen have surrendered to the FARDC in Mukebo, pursuant
to a sensitisation campaign by local authorities. In Province
Orientale, civil society reports that a dozen roadblocks have been
put in place to illegally tax travellers in Opala territory, south west
of Kisangani, with soldiers allegedly beating those unable to pay.
In Equateur, last week’s protests at the Kota Koli demobilisation
camp have prompted the transfer of over 1,000 ex-combatants
and their dependants to camps in Katanga and Bas Congo.
Martin Kobler has called for an acceleration of disarmament,
demobilisation and reintegration efforts.

Burundi’s vice-president has fuelled rumours of a split in the
ranks of Nkurunziza’s party by seeking sanctuary in Belgium this
week citing threats to his person prompted by his outspokenness
about a third presidential term. Parliamentary polls went ahead
on Monday despite a boycott by 17 opposition parties and
widespread condemnation from the international community. As
the US suspended its technical assistance to the CENI pending
steps to restore favourable election conditions, the AU and EU
condemned Monday’s polls are unfree and unfair in light to
prevailing political and security situation. Nkurunziza’s party
unsurprisingly claimed an early victory in the elections, which are
said to have seen a very low turn out. In the run up to the polls
grenade attacks saw six wounded in Bujumbura city centre and
two fatalities on Saturday night. Six people including one
policeman were Killed during fighting on Wednesday, 1 July, in the
Cibitoke district of Bujumbura — a stronghold of third term
opposition. While police said the deaths followed gun battles with
an "armed group", witnesses have said the police staged
summary executions after being attacked. The last week and a
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half has seen a spike in the exodus of Burundians from the
country with around 600 border crossings per day. Rwanda alone
is now said to be hosting around 50,000 refugees.

In the Central African Republic, concerns have been expressed
about the extent to which effective and legitimate elections can
realistically be held by the end of 2015.

Term limits in Central Africa

There is significant talk going on this year about presidential term limits, in particular around the

approaching poll seasons in DRC, Congo-Brazzaville, Burundi, Rwanda, and Uganda. All five
countries prescribe universal and direct elections. While Uganda is the only state without clearcut
term limits, it has five-year terms like Burundi and DRC. Congo-Brazzaville and Rwanda have
seven-year terms. Here is a quick round-up on where these five countries in the middle of the
African continent stand:

DRC-Uganda border

La société civile de Rutshuru accuse les éléments de la Légion nationale d’intervention (Leni), une
des unités spéciale de la police nationale, de commettre, depuis quelques semaines, des actes
d’abus contre la population civile, & Rutshuru-centre (Nord-Kivu). Déployés depuis plus de deux
ans pour la sécurisation des populations de cette partie du pays, ces policiers se livrent a des
actes de tortures, imposent des amendes forfaitaires et arrétent illégalement des personnes dans
leurs cellules spéciales, indique la méme source.

Les localités de Misau et Muna, en groupement lhana, dans le territoire de Walikale (Nord-Kivu) se
sont vidées, depuis mercredi 24 juin, de leurs habitants qui ont fui les accrochages entre deux
factions de la milice NDC. Selon des sources militaires de la région, ces populations ont trouvé
refuge a Kibua et a Pinga. Un responsable locale de la place a indiqué que le dernier affrontement
entre ces miliciens remonte a mercredi 24 juin, ou il y a eu deux morts du c6té NDC de Cheka et
quatre autres dans le rang de Guidon. Trois civils ont également été blessés dans ces combats et
ont été évacués par le Comité international de la Croix-Rouge (CICR) vers Masisi-centre.

Les FARDC tuent 4 présumés rebelles des ADF a Mayi moya | 27 June 2015 | Radio Okapi

Quatre présumés rebelles ADF ont été tués et trois autres capturés au cours des combats qui les
opposés, vendredi 26 juin, aux Forces armées de la RDC (FARDC) dans la localité de Mayi moya,
située a plus de 50 km au Nord de la ville de Beni (Nord-Kivu). Selon des sources de la région, un
civil a également été abattu au cours des tirs croisés entre les belligérants. Pendant les combats,
les rebelles ougandais avaient réussi a incendier un véhicule des FARDC et kidnappé cinq civils,
précisent les mémes sources.

DR Congo rebels have 'terrorist’ undertones: UN general | 01 July 2015 | Agence France-Presse |

Ugandan rebels blamed for slaughtering hundreds in eastern Democratic Republic of Congo have
a "terrorist aspect" which could draw them closer to African jihadist movements, a UN military
leader said Wednesday. The insurgency by the mainly Muslim rebels of the Allied Democratic
Forces (ADF) has a "terrorist aspect that must be taken extremely seriously," said General Jean
Baillaud, deputy commander of MONUSCO, the United Nations peacekeeping mission in DR
Congo. The rebels are accused of murdering -- primarily with machetes and farming tools -- over
400 people in nine months of massacres in and around the major eastern trading hub of Beni.

South Kivu

rapatriement de quarante Rwandais dans leur pays dorigine. Parmi, on compte sept ex-
combattants des FDLR, sept femmes et vingt-six enfants. Ces personnes sont celles qui ont refusé
de se rendre a Kisangani préférant regagner directement leur pays. lls proviennent du camp de
transit du territoire de Walungu. Ces rapatriés ont été regus a la frontiere rwandaise par les
autorités de ce pays et ont été conduits par la suite au camp de regroupement de Nyagatare dans
leur pays.

Les notables dénoncent 'érection des barrieres militaires sur la route d’Opala | 26 June 2015 |

Une dizaine de barriéres militaires seraient érigées sur la route du territoire d’Opala, au Sud-Ouest
de la ville de Kisangani en Province Orientale, a dénoncé jeudi 25 juin un notable de cette entité.
Selon lui, les hommes en uniforme exigent de I'argent aux passants a chaque barriére. Ceux qui
ne sont pas en mesure de payer sont tabassés. « Ces militaires mettent la population en
insécurité, en rangconnant la population et en leur demandant la carte d’électeur. Une fois qu’ils ont
la carte d’électeur, ils la bloquent et vous demandent 2000 Fc (presque 2 dollars). Si vous n'avez
pas de carte d’électeur, ils vous exigent 5 000 Fc (5.4 dollars) sinon, ils vont vous tabasser », a
affirmé ce notable qui a préféré garder 'anonymat.

L'armée déploie une brigade spéciale a Mambasa et Komanda | 01 July 2015 | Radio Okapi

Une nouvelle brigade speéciale des FARDC est déployée a Komanda et a Mambasa, deux
agglomérations rurales situées respectivement a 75 et a environ 170 km au Sud de Bunia. Le
général Jean-Pierre Bongwangela, commandant de la 32¢& Région militaire, I'a annoncé a la
presse mercredi 1er juillet a Bunia. Selon lui, cette unité spéciale des FARDC est a la disposition
de toute la 3& zone de défense des FARDC. L’armée invite ainsi la société civile locale, réticente a
ce déploiement, a collaborer avec les militaires de cette nouvelle brigade dont le réle est de
sécuriser la population et ses biens.

Katanga

Une soixantaine de miliciens pygmées se rendent aux Fardc a Manono | 25 June 2015 |

Une soixantaine de miliciens pygmeées se sont rendus, mercredi 24 juin, aux Forces armées de la
RDC (FARDC) au poste de Mukebo, localité située a 170 km de Manono-centre (Katanga). La
société civile attribue cette reddition a la campagne de sensibilisation que les autorités
administratives locales de Manono ont menée auprés des milices autochtones en conflits
interethniques depuis plusieurs mois dans ce territoire de Manono.

Equateur: DDR

Plus de 1 000 personnes évacuéees de Kotakoli | 25 June 2015 | Radio Okapi

Mille deux cent-six ex combattants de groupes armés de l'est ainsi que leurs dépendants ont été
évacués du centre d’entrainement commando de Kotakoli en Equateur vers Gbadolite en attente
d’aller a Kamina au Katanga ou a Kitona dans le Bas-Congo. Ces personnes étaient casernées
depuis environ deux ans dans ce centre. Parmi les personnes évacuées, on compte exactement
821 ex-combattants et 385 dépendants, dont des femmes et des enfants.

Opposition parties said Friday that they would boycott Burundi's elections in protest against
President Pierre Nkurunziza's bid for a third term and over concerns that voting would not be fair,
escalating the African nation's worst political crisis since a civil war ended in 2005. Highlighting
international worries about the crisis in a region with a history of ethnic conflict, U.N. Secretary-
General Ban Ki-moon said voting should be postponed because he was "deeply concerned over
the prevailing political and security environment."

Burundi president claims early victory in elections | 30 June 2015 | Al Jazeera

Burundi's President Pierre Nkurunziza has claimed an early victory for his ruling CNDD-FDD
party in the country's controversial parliamentary poll, despite the opposition of domestic civic
groups, the African Union (AU) and the UN. Polling stations had opened early on Monday and
about 3.8 million people had been expected to vote, according to the electoral commission.
However, turnout was low in and around the capital city of Bujumbura, partly because the election
was boycotted by 17 opposition groups. The electoral commission expects the results to be
announced within three days, but it declined to comment on the turnout.

The opposition groups said they would boycott both parliamentary elections on
Monday and a presidential vote on July 15, saying it would not be possible to hold a fair vote.

The U.S. Government will consider
reinstating these measures if President Nkurunziza’s government takes concrete steps to improve
the electoral environment and process.

Closely following political and security developments in Burundi, United Nations Secretary-General
Ban Ki-moon today encouraged the country’s authorities to consider the postponing of the
elections scheduled for July 15. “Deeply concerned over the prevailing political and security
environment in Burundi, the Secretary-General appeals to the Burundian authorities to seriously
consider the proposal put forward by the Joint International Facilitation Team to postpone the
elections further in order to create a conducive environment for inclusive, peaceful and transparent
elections”, reads a statement made available this morning by the UN Spokesperson.

UNHCR said its offices in
neighbouring countries had noted a steady increase in arrivals of Burundian refugees in recent
days with indications the exodus was likely to climb still higher. More than 600 people are now
crossing each day into Rwanda, between 200 and 300 into Tanzania, and a further 150 to 200 into
Uganda.

Swiss trading house Glencore said this week its Congo joint
venture with Israeli billionaire Dan Gertler's Fleurette Group, Mutanda Mining, had bought a new
concession in February to expand its copper and cobalt mining in the area.

The state-owned company was criticized last week by the International
Monetary Fund and the Atlanta-based Carter Center for not announcing the sale as required by
Congolese law.

If implemented, the proposed European Union (EU) conflict minerals legislation will help make

responsible sourcing a natural part of doing business in areas struggling with conflict or instability,
nongovernmental organisation Global Witness conflict minerals campaigner Emily Norton says.
The trade in tin, tungsten, tantulum and gold (3TG), she notes, has funded conflict in the
Democratic Republic of Congo (DRC), especially in the North Kivu area, for decades through
illegal and unregulated mining practices. Revenues from the extraction and sale of these natural
resources, also known as conflict minerals, not only provide armed groups with the means to
operate but also provide State security forces and corrupt officials with off-budget funding.
