NEWS IN BRIEF

In North Kivu, the leader of the Mai Mai Kifuafua is reported to have stated the group’s
willingness to disarm under the condition that state forces provide security in the region. As
fighting continues between local militias and the FDLR many people are said to have fled their
villages located along the border between Walikale and Lubero. In South Kivu, a FARDC
soldier died during fighting with the Mai Mai Raia Mutomboki near Shabunda. In Province
Orientale, an attempt to negotiate the peaceful surrender of the FRPI and its leader Cobra
Matata has failed. Local leaders tried to negotiate with the group after last week’s FARDC
announcement of its intent to pursue a military advance against the FRPI. In Katanga, a police
commander and his wife have reportedly been killed in the town of Malemba Nkulu. According
to civil society, Mai-Mai militiamen executed the couple before looting the city and taking
hostages.

Ugandan security forces claim to have foiled a terrorist attack by an al Shabaab cell. Reports

suggest that 19 suspects have been arrested and explosives confiscated. Meanwhile, the US

has warned its citizens in the country to stay at home. The alleged attack plot is understood to
be linked to the intelligence assistance given by Ugandan forces stationed in Somalia that led
to the US’ attack on an al Shabaab commander earlier this month.

In the Central African Republic, the UN peacekeeping force MINUSCA has officially taken over
the mission from the AU-led MISCA. While MINUSCA will have a larger number of troops on
the ground, whether it will be able to bring peace to the country is a matter of debate. Amnesty
International has urged for a quicker deployment of the full contingent. So far only 65% of the
pledged troops have been deployed, they say. Meanwhile, a report published by the Enough
Project this week identifies four elements deemed essential for a successful transition into
peace.

After reports of dead bodies floating in Lake Rweru between Rwanda and Burundi a few weeks
ago, little more is known. Human Rights Watch accuse both countrie’s officials of inactivity, as
no official investigation has yet been conducted. Both Rwanda and Burundi reject responsibility
for the case.

In Uganda, an alleged rise in land grabbing has been criticised. Since the discovery of oil in
2006 it is reported that locals have been illegally expelled from their lands. Meanwhile, the
Ministry of Energy and Mineral Development has announced the discovery of new natural gas

resources.

missions to East and Central Africa. At the time of writing, however, logistic and other challenges to cost-efficient trade and overall
economic development are yet to be addressed. Further research and policy actions to effectively tackle current shortcomings are much
needed. A strategy relying on a piecemeal approach (e.g. on ad hoc investments in infrastructure) is likely to result in a ‘quick fix’ to ship
raw materials out of the African continent rather than in an effort to boost sustainable economic development.

De Belgische ontwikkelingssamenwerking en fragiele staten: een kloof tussen beleid en praktijk? ? May 2014 ? 11.11.11 i.s.m. IPIS

Zo goed als de helft van de Belgische middelen voor ontwikkelingshulp gaat naar partnerlanden waar de overheid niet de capaciteit, wil
en/of legitimiteit heeft om de publieke zaken efficiént te beheren, voor veiligheid te zorgen en om de bevolking uit de armoede te halen.
Omdat traditionele hulprecepten in deze ‘fragiele staten’ op hun limieten stuiten, is er de laatste decennia een internationaal beleid
ontwikkeld dat een blauwdruk voorstelt voor een gedifferentieerde aanpak om deze landen te ondersteunen in het traject richting meer
weerbaarheid. De Belgische ontwikkelingssamenwerking onderschrijft de internationale engagementen over fragiele staten die hieruit
ontstonden, zoals de fragiele staten principes (FSP’s) en de New Deal. In 2013 werd er een Belgische strategienota voor fragiele
situaties goedgekeurd. Positief is dat Belgié zich, ondanks de moeilijke context, rond dit thema blijft engageren — zowel op internationaal
beleidsniveau als binnen haar eigen ontwikkelingsbeleid.

IPIS Insights: The EU draft law on conflict minerals due diligence: a critical assessment from a business & human rights standpoint ? 30

On the 5th of March 2014, the European Commission proposed a responsible trading strategy for minerals from conflict zones. The
proposal took place within a specific and timely context. As IPIS has long documented, the exploitation of natural resources can have
adverse human rights impacts. Businesses operating in conflict-affected or fragile regions should therefore ascertain whether their direct
operations or their business relationships with other parties, including through their supply chains, have fueled or funded conflict and/or
human rights abuse.

Underscoring that peace is more than just the absence of war, United Nations officials today stressed the need for concerted efforts to
achieve the common vision of a life of dignity and well-being for all. "We know that peace cannot be decreed solely through treaties - it
must be nurtured through the dignity, rights and capacities of every man and woman," Secretary-General Ban Ki-moon said in his remarks
to the High-level Forum on the Culture of Peace, convened by the General Assembly. "It is a way of being, of interacting with others, of
living on this planet.”

The genocidal Democratic Forces for the Liberation of Rwanda (FDLR) that operates in eastern Democratic Republic of Congo (DRC)
should have ceased to exist almost a year ago if United Nations assurances had been carried through. In March 2013, the UN Security
Council authorised a special force, the Force Intervention Brigade (FIB) to go after all armed groups in the region and neutralise them.

DRC Rebel Group Wants Assurances to Hand Over Weapons | 14 September 2014 | Voice of America

The leader of the Mai Mai Kifuafua rebel movement said he needs assurances from the Democratic of Republic of Congo’s (DRC)
government that it will protect unarmed civilians in the territory the group controls before his 2,800 members will hand over their weapons
under the administration’s peace effort program. Didier Bitaki said members of his group took up arms to protect civilians in the Walekale
territory and nearby towns after increasing attacks by the Democratic Forces for the Liberation of Rwanda (FDLR) and other rival rebels.

Le chef de ce groupement plaide pour un déploiement des Forces armées de la RDC
ainsi que de la police nationale pour y restaurer I'autorité de I'Etat. Ufamando 1er est actuellement illégalement administré par les
Mai-Mai Kifuafua, les combattants Nyatura ainsi que le groupe dénommé «les volontaires».

Un enfant a été tué et une centaine de magasins pillés lors de 'incursion mardi 16 septembre des combattants de Nduma Defense of
Congo (NDC) de Cheka Ntabo Ntaberi dans les localités de Bunyatenge et Muhanga, au sud-ouest du territoire de Lubero (Nord-Kivu).
Ces miliciens ont investi ces deux localités sans combats dans la matinée, avant de se retirer ce mercredi. Les Mai-Mai du groupe
Lafontaine, qui les occupaient, quant & eux, se sont enfuis vers I'Est de cette zone.

South Kivu

La milice Raia Mutomboki tue un officier des FARDC a Lugungu | 13 September 2014 | Radio Okapi

Les Mai-Mai Raia Mutomboki du groupe Sisawa ont attaqué vendredi 12 aodt tot le matin une position des FARDC dans la localité de
Lugungu située a 36 km au nord de Shabunda-centre. Un capitaine des FARDC a été tué, a indiqué le commandant du 1010e régiment,
ajoutant que ses troupes ont réussi a repousser les assaillants a Chombi.

Province Orientale

Echec de la tentative de négociations pour la reddition de Cobra Matata | 11 September 2014 | Radio Okapi

Le chef de la Force de résistance patriotique de I'lturi (FRPI), Cobra Matata, n'a pas répondu mercredi 10 ao(t au rendez-vous fixé aux
autorités coutumieres de la collectivité de Walendu-Bindi, qui espéraient sa reddition pacifique. Selon le chef de cette collectivité, le chef
milicien pose des préalables avant de se rendre. Il veut notamment étre amnistié et élevé au grade de général au sein des FARDC.
L'échec de cette tentative de négociation fait craindre le lancement des frappes militaires contre cette milice qui insécurise cette partie de
la Province Orientale depuis plusieurs années.

Des barrieres illégales sur I'axe Mungbere-Watsa-Gombari | 16 September 2014 | Radio Okapi

La société civile accuse les militaires et les policiers d’avoir érigé huit barrieres illégales sur I'axe routier Mungbere-Watsa-Gombari, long
de 200 km, dans le district du Haut-Uelé (Province Orientale). Cette structure a dénoncé, mardi 16 septembre, la réapparition de ces
barrieres, deux mois seulement aprés leur démantélement ordonné par le commissaire du district du Haut-Uélé. Ces barriéres sont
érigées a la hauteur des localités Betongwe, Mungbere, Akpodu, Dubele, Nepoko, Gombari, Wanga et Moku.

Katanga

Le chef du groupement Kasama, en territoire de Pweto, appelle ses administrés a retourner dans leurs localités d'origine. Il a lancé cet
appel, mardi 16 septembre, deux semaines apres la mort du chef milicien Kafindo. Ce dernier était décédé de ses blessures lors des
opérations militaires lancées les Mai-Mai au mont Kibawa. Le groupe de ce chef milicien lancgait régulierement les attaques contre les

localités de ce groupement.

Ugandan security forces have claimed to have foiled an imminent al-Shabab ‘terror' attack inside the capital Kampala, as the US has
warned its citizens to seek shelter amid anti-terror operations. "Joint security agencies in Uganda have foiled a terrorist attempt at one of
its installations ... we have made arrests," police spokesman, Fred Enanga, told the AFP news agency. The US embassy said on
Saturday that Ugandan security forces discovered an "al-Shabab terrorist cell," planning an "imminent attack". "At this point we are not
aware of specific targets, and the Ugandan authorities have increased security at key sites, including Entebbe international airport,” the
embassy said in a statement.

U.S. warns citizens in Uganda to stay home following alleged attack plot | 13 September 2014 | CNN

Ugandan forces arrested several terror suspects and recovered explosives in an operation to foil an "imminent" terrorist attack on the city
of Kampala, the country's police said Saturday. Meanwhile, the U.S. Embassy warned Americans there to stay indoors. The country's
security forces have ratcheted up security in all public places, vowing to "effectively defeat whoever tried to endanger the lives and
property of the people of Uganda," according to a police press statement.

Al-Shabaab militants arrested in Uganda over suspected bomb plot | 14 September 2014 | The Guardian

Ugandan police said on Sunday that 19 suspected Islamist al-Shabaab insurgents arrested in weekend raids had planned to carry out
bomb attacks, as the US embassy said the immediate threat had been "countered". Police raids on Saturday came two weeks after
Ugandan troops, fighting in Somalia, reportedly provided intelligence that helped US special forces kill al-Shabaab's chief in a devastating
air strike. "Al-Shabaab planned to carry out attacks in Kampala and other towns over the weekend, but police working with sister agencies

stopped these attacks and we have recovered the explosives they were to use," police chief Kale Kayihura told AFP.

(MISCA) has just said its official au revoir to CAR, as the new UN mission takes over the national security mandate. On Saturday 13
September, almost nine months to the day since MISCA was launched with 6,000 troops from seven regional African nations, its closing
ceremony was a military parade attended by national bigwigs, a handful of international VIPs, and CAR President Catherine
Samba-Panza. It was also the warm-up to Monday's launch of the UN MINUSCA mission, which marks the official deployment of UN
peacekeepers in CAR. MINUSCA (the United Nations Multidimensional Integrated Stabilization Mission in the Central African Republic) is
scheduled to be at full capacity of 12,000 peacekeepers by February 2015.

MINUSCA takes control of peacekeeping mission

A new U.N. peacekeeping mission is underway in the Central African Republic, one of Africa's poorest and most fragile states, amid
doubts over what peace there is to keep. This week 1,500 troops from Morocco, Pakistan, Bangladesh and Indonesia, among other
nations, join 4,800 African troops already deployed in the Central African Republic. A ceremony at the M’poko airport in the capital
Bangui marked the official transition from the African force, known as MISCA, to the U.N. peacekeeping mission, MINUSCA.

Full deployment of UN peacekeepers urgently needed to protect civilian lives | 15 September 2014 | Amnesty International

As the UN peacekeeping mission takes over authority from African Union (AU) peacekeepers, Amnesty International is concerned that the
initial deployment - only around 65 percent of its full strength — will struggle to fulfil its expanded mandate that includes the protection of
civilians and stabilization and securitization of the country.

Now with nearly 2,300 people dead from the virus, mostly in Liberia, Guinea
and Sierra Leone, scientists still don't fully understand how Ebola arrived from Central Africa, where outbreaks of this strain of the virus
had occurred in the past. A new model by Oxford University, published in the journal eLife, takes a look at the most likely explanation --
that Ebola's animal reservoir, fruit bats, could spread the disease in the animal kingdom and to humans through the dense forest that
spans 22 countries.

Provincial authorities in Kinshasa refused to authorise the
march in the capital, organised by a coalition of leading opposition groups, arguing they had already permitted another rally on Saturday
and could not secure two of them.

on 10 September, four heavily-armed men in civilian dress and police-style boots burst into his home, threatened to kill him, roughed him
up, took his wedding ring, and then set about gathering up objects of value.

Congo. By 2012, the international interest in the issue had grown but the map was out-dated. To find a structural solution, IPIS sat down
with the Congolese mining cadastre (CAMI) and agreed to set up a permanent system to monitor artisanal mining activities and the
involvement of armed groups in the mineral exploitation and trade. A first version of the resulting map has been published

at http://ipisresearch.be/mapping/webmapping. It shows the location of nearly 800 mining sites and 85 trading centres, including
information about armed groups presence and involvement, and the scale of the mining activity. The map includes at least 410 cases of

illegal taxation by armed groups or the Congolese army.

‘Conflict Minerals' initiatives in DR Congo: Perceptions of local mining communities | 12 November 2013 | IPIS
The exploitation of minerals is an important source of income for many communities in eastern Democratic Republic of Congo (DRC). Yet
this mineral wealth also plays a significant role in the continuation of insecurity in parts of the country.

Over recent years, several domestic, regional and international initiatives have been developed to address the so-called ‘conflict
minerals’ problem and the high level of informality in the DRC’s artisanal mining sector. These initiatives have provoked varying

The National Rifle Association (NRA) claims to have monitored in the last 20 years all United Nations activities that could impact Second
Amendment rights. Its latest target is the Arms Trade Treaty (ATT), an international treaty to establish common international standards for
the import, export, and transfer of conventional arms presently under discussion at the United Nations. The international community has
been calling for the inclusion of ammunition and civilian arms within the scope of the ATT. This reasonable call is used by the NRA to

claim that the ATT could restrict the lawful ownership of firearms in the United States.
