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NEWS IN BRIEF

In North Kivu, FARDC and MONUSCO launched an initiative to urge the Ugandan Militia ADF
to voluntarily disarm. By dropping leaflets in the Beni region it is hoped to convince militiamen
to drop their arms and release the around 250 people currently held hostage by the group. In
South Kivu, fighting is reported to have broken out between the FARDC and the Mai-Mai
Yakutumba on early Tuesday. A FARDC position and convoy were reportedly attacked by the
militiamen. Whilst the army says it repelled the attacks, sources close to the militia claimed
they had gained control over neighbouring villages. Meanwhile local officials called on the
Government to strengthen their dialog with the militia. The debate around the relocation of
former EDLR fighters continued this week. While local civil society planed a ‘ghost town’
protest against the relocation of former fighters to Kisangani, government officials pleaded for
national solidarity in order to bring peace for the country. The majority of locals reportedly did
not follow the protest action, a step that is seen by the government as silent support of their
plans.

An Amnesty International report on Burundi published this week denounces a rise in political
violence, oppression of civil society and opposition politicians, and a clamp down on human
rights such as freedom of expression and peaceful assembly. The report describes how the
ruling party’s youth organisation, Imbonerakure, intimidates and even kills opposition
politicians and civil society activists with impunity. This development is seen as connected with
next year’s presidential election. President Nkurunziza aims to run for a third term, a step
widely criticised as unconstitutional.

National and international actors have congratulated the signing of a ceasefire agreement for
the Central African Republic, whilst reiterating that it has to be followed by further steps to bring
lasting peace to the country. Local Seleka fighters have declared that they will not respect the
agreement. Meanwhile, Mohamed Moussa Dhaffane has rejected the idea of a partition of the
country.

The CEO of DRC's state mining company Gécamines, Ahmed Kalej Nkand, has been fired by
President Kabila. According to a press statement he is accused of ‘Mismanagement’. Rfi
reports that he is accused of overpaying in the acquisition of new machinery. On Sunday a
spokesman of the opposition party UDPS demanded that a criminal prosecution be initiated

against Nkand.

Transport infrastructure plays a key role in boosting a country or region’s economic development. IPIS and TransArms have ascertained
on several occasions that the underdevelopment or degeneration of transport infrastructure is a problematic issue across a number of
African countries and regions. This report analyses the current logistics situation in Eastern Africa, and the logistic challenges faced by
various actors in that region. It is based on desktop research, and interviews and data collected by the authors during several field
missions to East and Central Africa. At the time of writing, however, logistic and other challenges to cost-efficient trade and overall

economic development are yet to be addressed. Further research and policy actions to effectively tackle current shortcomings are much
needed. A strategy relying on a piecemeal approach (e.g. on ad hoc investments in infrastructure) is likely to result in a ‘quick fix’ to ship
raw materials out of the African continent rather than in an effort to boost sustainable economic development.

De Belagische ontwikkelingssamenwerking en fragiele staten: een kloof tussen beleid en praktijk? ? May 2014 ? 11.11.11 i.s.m. IPIS

Zo goed als de helft van de Belgische middelen voor ontwikkelingshulp gaat naar partnerlanden waar de overheid niet de capaciteit, wil
en/of legitimiteit heeft om de publieke zaken efficiént te beheren, voor veiligheid te zorgen en om de bevolking uit de armoede te halen.
Omdat traditionele hulprecepten in deze ‘fragiele staten’ op hun limieten stuiten, is er de laatste decennia een internationaal beleid
ontwikkeld dat een blauwdruk voorstelt voor een gedifferentieerde aanpak om deze landen te ondersteunen in het traject richting meer
weerbaarheid. De Belgische ontwikkelingssamenwerking onderschrijft de internationale engagementen over fragiele staten die hieruit
ontstonden, zoals de fragiele staten principes (FSP’s) en de New Deal. In 2013 werd er een Belgische strategienota voor fragiele
situaties goedgekeurd. Positief is dat Belgié zich, ondanks de moeilijke context, rond dit thema blijft engageren — zowel op internationaal
beleidsniveau als binnen haar eigen ontwikkelingsbeleid.

IPIS Insights: The EU draft law on conflict minerals due diligence: a critical assessment from a business & human rights standpoint ? 30

On the 5th of March 2014, the European Commission proposed a responsible trading strategy for minerals from conflict zones. The
proposal took place within a specific and timely context. As IPIS has long documented, the exploitation of natural resources can have
adverse human rights impacts. Businesses operating in conflict-affected or fragile regions should therefore ascertain whether their direct
operations or their business relationships with other parties, including through their supply chains, have fueled or funded conflict and/or
human rights abuse.

Strengthening UN cooperation with AU

Security Council: Ban urged to streamline cooperation with African Union | 28 July 2014 | UN News

With preparations underway for the United Nations to take over from an African Union-led peacekeeping mission in the Central African
Republic (CAR), the Security Council today requested Secretary-General Ban Ki-moon to review what was done and how it could be done
better in future transitions. The request was made during the Council’'s open debate on regional partnership and its evolution in UN
peacekeeping, which focused on the Organization’s relevant cooperation with African regional groups, as well as with entities under the
auspices of the European Union (EU). The Council expressed its determination “to take effective steps to further enhance the relationship
between the United Nations and regional and subregional organizations, in particular the African Union,” according to a resolution
adopted by the body’s 15 members.

Civil society in peace making

Peace in CAR and beyond: a role for civil society | 25 July 2014 | enough

With a ceasefire recently signed in Brazzaville and a new U.N. mission preparing to deploy to the Central African Republic (CAR), civil
society groups are seeking ways to promote local reconciliation processes and a role in encouraging peace more broadly across CAR.
During or in the wake of other conflicts, civil society has helped lay the groundwork for peace in several ways, including by facilitating
dialogues to build public support for reconciliation and a lasting peace agreement from a grassroots level. Understanding the different
means by which civil society groups have been involved in promoting peace in other contexts can lend insight on civil society’s role in
developing sustainable peace in CAR.

Relocation of ex-FDLR

Relocalisation des FDLR bloguée - Kivu, la guerre est-elle évitable ? | 25 July 2014 | All Africa | Le Phare

L'opération de transfert du premier contingent des rebelles rwandais des FDLR (Forces Démocratiques de Libération du Rwanda) ayant
accepté le désarmement volontaire depuis le mois de mai, programmée pour hier jeudi 24 juillet 2014 & Kisangani, en Province Orientale,
n'a pas eu lieu. Elle devait toucher 313 ex-combattants et leurs « dépendants » (femmes et enfants), présentement cantonnés dans le site
aménagé a leur intention par la Monusco, a Walungu, dans la province du Sud-Kivu. Des sources indiquent que lI'avion affrété par le
gouvernement congolais reste immobilisé a I'aéroport de Kavumu, depuis une semaine. Elles signalent également que les rebelles
rwandais candidats au rapatriement au Rwanda ou dans un autre pays d'accueil posent comme préalable majeur a leur relocalisation
I'inspection des sites de leur accueil par des responsables de leur mouvement.
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Le conseil provincial de sécurité demande & la population d’accepter les FDRL de passage a Walungu | 25 July 2014 | Radio Okapi

Le conseil de sécurité du territoire de Walungu (Sud-Kivu) invite la population a ne pas céder a l'incitation a la violence contre des
ex-rebelles rwandais des FDLR regroupés dans leur site de transit. Au cours de la réunion organisé jeudi 24 juillet, le conseil a fustigé la
circulation des tracts appelant les habitants a s’'opposer a la présence de ces ex-combattants a Walungu-centre. L'administrateur de
territoire assistant de Walungu, Colin Kasongo, qui a présidé ce conseil de sécurité a aussi mis en garde « toute personne qui serait
reconnue instigatrice de cette campagne de nature & compromettre le processus de rapatriement volontaire de ces combattants ».

La journée ville morte pour protester contre I'arrivée des FDLR n'a pas été suivie | 25 July 2014 | Radio Okapi

L’opération «Kisangani ville morte» prévue vendredi 25 juillet dans cette ville n'a pas été suivi. La Société civile avait initié ce
mouvement pour protester contre I'annonce de I'hébergement provisoire des rebelles rwandais des FDLR dans la capitale de la
Province Orientale. Pour le maire de la ville, I'échec de cette opération signifie que la population boyomaise est derriere son
gouvernement. Les habitants de Kisangani n’ont pas suivi le mot d’ordre de la société civile et toutes les activités se sont déroulées
comme d’habitude.

Les ex-FDLR seront en transit a Kisangani pour environ un mois, selon Mende | 26 July 2014 | Radio Okapi

Le porte-parole du gouvernement, Lambert Mende a assuré que les ex-rebelles des FDLR ne seront transférés a Kisangani (Province
Orientale) que pour environ un mois, avant d’étre acheminés a Irebu (Equateur) et le processus de leur relocalisation dans un pays
d’asile pourra prendre six mois. Il I'a affirmé samedi 26 juillet au cours d’un entretien avec les délégués des sociétés civiles de la
Province Orientale, du Nord et Sud-Kivu ainsi que des représentants socioprofessionnels, a Kisangani.

«Nous avons besoin de la solidarité de tous les Congolais pour nettoyer leur propre pays», a affirmé le porte-parole du gouvernement,
Lambert Mende Omalanga, a son arrivée vendredi 25 juillet a Kisangani (Province Orientale). Il doit s’y entretenir avec des délégations
d’organisations de la Société civile au sujet du cantonnement d’anciens rebelles rwandais des FDLR dans la capitale de la Province
Orientale. Ces ONG avaient initié le méme jour une journée ville morte pour protester contre ce projet du gouvernement. Mais elle n'a
pas été suivie net Toutes les activités se sont déroulées comme d’habitude.

Le gouvernement ne négociera pas la relocalisation des ex-FDLR, affirme Lambert Mende | 27 July 2014 | Radio Okapi

En visite a Kisangani, Lambert Mende a déclaré dimanche 27 juillet que le gouvernement congolais ne négociera pas la relocalisation des
ex-rebelles FDLR dans cette ville de la Province Orientale et a Irebu en Equateur. Pour lui, la décision de relocaliser ces ex-combattants
rwandais dans ces deux villes reléve des prérogatives du gouvernement. Le porte-parole du gouvernement répondait notamment a la
société civile de la Province Orientale et de 'Equateur qui s’oppose a la présence de ces ex-FDLR dans ces deux provinces.

« Journée ville morte » observée dans 5 territoires de la Province Orientale| 29 July 2014 | Radio Okapi

La journée ville morte décrétée par la société civile du Haut Uélé a été suivie ce mardi 29 juillet dans cinq territoires de ce district de la
Province Orientale. Les marchés, boutiques et entreprises privées n'ont pas ouvert a Wamba, Faradje, Dungu, Niangara et Rungu. Seuls
les services étatiques, les pharmacies et les structures médicales et les cabines de recharge téléphonique ont ouvert. Mais le mot
d’ordre n'a pas été suivi dans le territoire de Watsa. Le commissaire du Haut-Uélé confirme que la journée ville morte a été suivie. Pour
lui, c’est une expression de la volonté populaire qui ne perturbe pas I'ordre public.

Sexual Violence

Empowering DR Congo's Sexual Violence Survivors By Enforcing Reparations | 24 July 2014 | All Africa | IPS

Before a sexual violence survivor in the Democratic Republic of the Congo (DRC) has her day in court, she must surmount many
obstacles. Poor or nonexistent roads and costly transportation may prevent her from going to a police station to report the crime, or to a
hospital to receive treatment for the injuries sustained during the violence. Inadequate training of law enforcement, limited resources for
thorough investigations, and lack of witness protection may also compromise her case.

Introducing Congo’s new Presidential Adviser on Sexual Violence and Child Recruitment | 25 July 2014 | enough

On October 23, 2013, President Kabila stood in front of the Congolese National Assembly and pledged that he would “very soon” appoint
a presidential adviser to address the issues of sexual violence and child soldier recruitment. His pledge was part of a larger speech
responding to the recommendations brought forth during the “concertations nationales”, a period of national dialogue that had begun in
September with the aim of addressing national cohesion, the functionality of state institutions, and the violence in the east.
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Attack on camp Tshatsi

« Vouloir devenir musulman, il faut vivre dans I'unité car notre Dieu est unigue, notre religion est unique et notre prophéte est unique.

North Kivu

Plus de 33 000 nouveaux déplacés internes enregistrés en juin | 24 July 2014 | Radio Okapi

Plus de trente-trois mille nouveaux déplacés internes ont été recensés en juin dernier dans la province du Nord-Kivu, selon le bulletin
hebdomadaire du Bureau de coordination des affaires humanitaires (Ocha) publié mercredi 23 juillet. Cette agence des Nations unies
indique que les opérations militaires contre les groupes armés, I'activisme de ces groupes et des bandits armés sont a l'origine de cette
situation.

Nord-Kivu - La MONUSCO mene des patrouilles intensives a Butembo-Centre | 26 July 2014 | All Africa | Le Potentiel

Les Casques bleus de la Force de la Monusco, déployés au poste opérationnel de Butembo, ont mené des patrouilles intensives de
domination de terrain & Butembo-Centre et dans les localités environnantes. Ces opérations militaires ont été lancées « dans le but
d'interdire toute activité négative des éléments de groupes armés, y compris I'ADF, et de protéger les populations civiles ». Les patrouilles
de la Force onusienne dans cette partie du Nord-Kivu sont initiées « dans le cadre du soutien a I'opération « Sukola 1 » menée par
I'armée gouvernementale dans le territoire de Beni ».

Une caravane de paix organisée pour rapprocher les communautés | 26 July 2014 | Radio Okapi

L'ASBL «Les hommes de Dieu» organise du 26 au 27 juillet une caravane de paix pour rapprocher les communautés, apres la défaite de
la rébellion du M23, au Nord-Kivu. Cette procession motorisée est partie de la localité de Jomba jusqu’au poste frontalier de Bunagana
via la ville de Goma, un parcours de 150 km. Placée sous le theme: «Une autre facon de vivre est possible», cette caravane connait la
participation d’'une trentaine des députés nationaux élus du Nord-kivu partis de Kinshasa.

Les FARDC et la Monusco sensibilisent les ADF au désarmement volontaire | 28 July 2014 | Radio Okapi

Les FARDC et la Monusco ont lancé lundi 28 juillet dans le territoire de Beni une opération visant a exhorter les rebelles ougandais des
ADF encore réfractaires a déposer les armes. Un hélicoptere de la mission onusienne a largué des tracts dans certains villages, ou 200
a 300 personnes seraient prises en otage par ces rebelles. Les FARDC voudraient obtenir, par la méme occasion, la libération volontaire
de ces otages. Un hélicoptére de la mission onusienne, avec a son bord quelques officiers des FARDC et de la section DDRRR de la
Monusco, a largué lundi des tracts dans les villages de Abia, Bango, Manzati, Kakuka et Kayinama.

Military Offensives Free DRC Villages | 28 July 2014 | Voice of America

The military spokesman for the United Nations Mission in the Democratic Republic of Congo (MONUSCO) says a joint military offensive
with the national army in Walikale and Masisi territories has freed over 20 villages from rebels from the Mai Cheka and the Alliance for the
Sovereign and Patriotic Congo (APCLH) groups. Colonel Felix Basse says residents are expressing their appreciation. “This is a huge
relief for the populations that live in the area because they have been under pressure, they have been under indiscriminate violence from
these armed groups operating in that area,” said Basse. “Now, progressively, the Congolese forces backed by the UN forces are
restoring the state authority in these areas. This is in line with MONUSCO'’s concept of Islands of stability.”

Laments about corruption, physical insecurity and unresponsive bureaucrats are a staple of life in many countries in East and Central
Africa, with one notable exception: Rwanda. The streets of its capital, Kigali, are impeccable, the roads are good, lights work and, unlike
the traffic cops in Nairobi, Kampala or Dar es Salaam, police officers do not stop drivers simply to coerce bribes. Yet the architect of this
miracle, President Paul Kagame, is in danger of reversing the gains that have made Rwanda a beacon of progress on the continent. For
the most part, Mr. Kagame gets laudatory media coverage, especially in Africa, and it's easy to see why. Sustained economic growth of
around 8 percent over the last decade has brought real benefits to the Rwandan people — a strikingly impressive turnaround in the years
since the 1994 genocide, when more than 800,000 people, the overwhelming majority of them members of the Tutsi minority, were killed

in a 100-day rampage incited and organized by members of the previous, Hutu-dominated government.

Violence against women and girls has reached epidemic proportions in Africa’s Great Lakes Region. In DRC, nearly three-quarters of
women report having suffered from spousal or partner abuse at one time in their lives. In Rwanda, nearly half of women have experienced
physical and sexual violence. In Burundi, entrenched poverty, gender inequality and socio-cultural beliefs perpetuate high levels of
domestic violence. Survivors of sexual violence need emergency and long-term care and services. Health systems have a critical role to
play, both in treating and supporting survivors, and in identifying those at risk early enough, preventing further violence. Effective support
for survivors of sexual violence is a good barometer of health system performance as several critical elements need to work in tandem.

Mandla Chauke was convicted of shooting three rhinos,
as well as murder and possession of illegal firearms, after he and two other poachers cut through wire fencing and infiltrated the flagship
Kruger National Park in 2011, officials said.

The government issued a stern warning to
Gecamines last year against selling the country's assets without its approval, highlighting concerns over the transparency ofmining deals
and the running of the firm. Gecamines' management has also been criticised by the International Monetary Fundfor a lack of
transparency in the sale of assets following concerns that stakes in projects had been sold for considerably less than their market value.

The African Union has approved a treaty to establish a regional human rights court with jurisdiction over criminal as well as civil cases.
But if the African Court of Justice and Human Rights (ACJHR) comes into being, it will exempt sitting heads of state and other senior
leaders from prosecution. African Union (AU) states adopted a protocol on the ACJHR at a meeting in Equatorial Guinea, at the end of
June. The new court will merge the existing African Court on Human and People’s Rights, based in Arusha, Tanzania, with the previously
proposed African Court of Justice, which only exists on paper. While the Arusha court currently handles only civil cases, the ACJHR
would also have jurisdiction to prosecute international-scale crimes, including genocide, war crimes and crimes against humanity. In
addition, it will also deal with “transnational crimes” like money laundering, human and drug trafficking, terrorism, and piracy.

Anti-Gay law / Swedish Aid

Sweden resumes aid to Uganda after suspending it over anti-gay law | 28 July 2014 | Reuters

Sweden has resumed financial aid to Uganda after suspending some assistance in March over a law widely condemned by donor nations
that increases punishment for homosexuals. Uganda relies on aid to fund about 20 percent of its annual state budget, but it has resisted
Western pressure to rescind the law, enacted in February, which imposes jail terms of up to life for "aggravated homosexuality”, including
gay sex with a minor or while HIV-positive.

Practice What You Preach: Theory and Practice of China National Petroleum Corporation (CNPC)'s Stakeholder Engagement Plan in
Chad | 9 January 2014 | IPIS

The past decade has seen a staggering increase in Chinese investment flows in Africa, leaping from USD 392 million in 2005 to USD
2520 million in 2012. Chinese Government officials often describe the burgeoning Sino-African ties as ‘win-win partnerships’,
emphasizing how their ‘non-interference’ policy truly allows African countries to choose their own development path.

Against this background, doubts may arise with regard to the environmental and social standards applied by Chinese companies
conducting business overseas, especially in post-conflict states with poor human rights records and inadequate governance

structures. The case discussed in this paper concerns the operations of the Chadian branch of the China National Petroleum Corporation
(CNPC).

Business, Human Rights, and Uganda’s Oil - Part II: Protect and Remedy: Implementing State duties under the UN Framework on
Business and Human Rights | December 2013 | IPIS

The following is the second in a series of four reports exploring business and human rights issues in Uganda’s oil sector. This series is a
collaboration between IPIS vsw and ActionAid Uganda.

In accordance with the UN Guiding Principles on Business and Human Rights, this second report assesses the duty of the Ugandan,
British, French and Chinese States to prevent, investigate, punish and redress human rights abuse by businesses.

In search of clean water: human rights and the mining industry in Katanga, DRC | 27 November 2013 | IPIS

Today, around 1,8 billion people in the world do not have access to safe water. In the Democratic Republic of the Congo, the most
water-rich country in Africa, 51 million people lack access to potable water; only 26% of the population has access to safe drinking water.
This is one of the lowest access rates in the world.

In the Katanga province, rich in cobalt and copper, some industrial mining companies operate provoking significant pollution of water
sources, seriously affecting the local population. Although there is a lack of comprehensive data available, several studies conducted by
local civil society show environmental, health and socio-economic negative effects.

Ten years after the launch of the Kimberley Process Certification Scheme (KPCS) this paper is the first in a two part series providing an
overview of where the Kimberley Process and international efforts to combat the trade in conflict diamonds currently stand.

This new IPIS/TA report explains why the conclusion of the latest United Nations report on North Korea sanctions, about an arms flight
grounded in Thailand, is not supported by facts, but based on a misalliance of wrong and misleading information, gleaned both about the
cargo aircraft, its flight and the entities involved, together with erroneous interpretations of standard aviation practices made by the UN
Panel of experts on North Korea.

Analysis of the interactive map of artisanal mining areas in Eastern DR Congo | 12 November 2013 | IPIS

In August 2009 the ‘International Peace Information Service’ (IPIS) published a first map of militarised mining areas in Eastern DR
Congo. By 2012, the international interest in the issue had grown but the map was out-dated. To find a structural solution, IPIS sat down
with the Congolese mining cadastre (CAMI) and agreed to set up a permanent system to monitor artisanal mining activities and the
involvement of armed groups in the mineral exploitation and trade. A first version of the resulting map has been published

at http://ipisresearch.be/mapping/webmapping. It shows the location of nearly 800 mining sites and 85 trading centres, including
information about armed groups presence and involvement, and the scale of the mining activity. The map includes at least 410 cases of
illegal taxation by armed groups or the Congolese army.

‘Conflict Minerals' initiatives in DR Congo: Perceptions of local mining communities | 12 November 2013 | IPIS

The exploitation of minerals is an important source of income for many communities in eastern Democratic Republic of Congo (DRC). Yet
this mineral wealth also plays a significant role in the continuation of insecurity in parts of the country.

Over recent years, several domestic, regional and international initiatives have been developed to address the so-called ‘conflict
minerals’ problem and the high level of informality in the DRC’s artisanal mining sector. These initiatives have provoked varying

reactions regarding their impact on local livelihoods.

This report aims to provide insight into the impact of initiatives on the livelihood strategies of local communities in the DRC, based on field
research in a wide range of mining areas; and document the perceptions of local stakeholders of these initiatives and their impacts.

IPIS Insights: Why businesses should assess human rights impacts from the outset of projects. SOCO International Oil Company in
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Virunga National Park, DRC | 26 August 2013 | International Peace Information Service (IPIS)

SOCO International, a British oil company, is prospecting for oil in the Democratic Republic of Congo’s Virunga National Park — a World
Heritage Site. For the past year, their presence has been criticised for putting a fragile environment at risk. However, more recently, their
impact on human rights has also been questioned. In this Insights IPIS looks at why it is so vital for companies to employ rights-respectful
processes, such as those advised in the UN Guiding Principles on Business and Human Rights, from the very beginning of the
prospection stage.

As a
country landlocked within an unstable region, neighbouring the Democratic Republic of Congo (DRC), and recently the scene of another
coup, the Central African Republic (CAR) might be considered an appropriate candidate for analysis within the conflict-mineral
perspective. Yet this framework would ignore the country’s mining sector’s very specific characteristics. The sector offers an essential
livelihood to many households, represents the country’s second most important export product, and is organised in a particular way.
Nonetheless, a wide range of issues regarding the country’s mining sector persist.

This report aims to analyse both the Central African Republic’s gold and diamond mining sector and related environmental and
s0cio-economic issues.

Pinocchio Ltd. The NRA and its corporate partners: US shipments of small arms ammunition by sea | 25 March 2013 | TA-R | IPIS

The National Rifle Association (NRA) claims to have monitored in the last 20 years all United Nations activities that could impact Second
Amendment rights. Its latest target is the Arms Trade Treaty (ATT), an international treaty to establish common international standards for
the import, export, and transfer of conventional arms presently under discussion at the United Nations. The international community has
been calling for the inclusion of ammunition and civilian arms within the scope of the ATT. This reasonable call is used by the NRA to

claim that the ATT could restrict the lawful ownership of firearms in the United States.
